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Students residing in housing with fewer physical and environment deficiencies, on average, have improved
emotional and behavioral functioning and cognitive skills. 

Students experiencing crowding or homelessness have lower educational attainment and are less likely to graduate. 

Stable, affordable, quality housing is positively associated with a variety of academic performance criteria for children
including increased test scores, math and reading skills, school attendance and graduation rates. 

For teachers, difficulty paying housing costs is associated with increased absences and decreased retention, where
teachers are more likely to plan to resign or leave the district in which they currently teach.
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
